I. ROLL CALL

III. COMMITTEE REPORTS
Financial report: David Aldridge presented a club financial update:

There was $28,450.64 balance at the start of 2020. $2576.69 received for dues and  Misc. $12,414.46  was spent for club maintenance, field improvements, toilet rental, web fees and a trainer for new members. Jon Kemmerling reported his hard drive crashed and 2020 annual meeting minutes were not available. Jon said he would recover the minutes and send them out to all members.

IV. OLD BUSINESS
[bookmark: _GoBack]Art reported on field improvements of the past year. Graded the road, cut down many more trees, a new charging station, new signs out front, new wind socks, and a couple more trainers.
V. NEW BUSINESS
Elections were held for three new officer positions. Jon Kemmerling (President) Mike Brody (Vice President) and Fred Bowen-Smith (Secretary) were nominated via email and voted upon at  this meeting. Next topic discussed was the escrow money set aside for the Treasure Coast club liability of the flying site after their leaving. Art stated the funds were still available and set aside. This money will be available until such time that the old TC club officers say it is no longer needed (hopefully within the next year).

It was suggested that monies be set aside to pay for road and tree improvements over the next year. These improvements will be made on condition and if large expenditures are warranted a vote will be put to the members.

Some discussion was had over the very severe accident we had earlier this year with one of our members. Several points were made during this discussion – program your radio for throttle cutoff, never stand in front of your a/c, use the provided PVC stops provided on the tables and if at all possible, try to avoid flying alone. As a result of the accident, we also discovered our first provisions were less than desirable. With this, the club purchased First kits and stocked them with supplies. If any member observes that the supplies need restocking, please let a club officer know and we will replenish.

It was also discussed that we should put up a signage informing members where the closest trauma/hospital is located. We will make this happen.

A discussion was had concerning the fire extinguishers. One of them is out of service. Jon stated that the club would spend the funds to replace the extinguishers.

There was a discussion again this year about leveling the field. A motion was made by Bud Enzillo to add more sand and have it leveled. Second was received. And the motion was passed. Quotes will now solicited and a cost to the club provided. For all members to see.

Shane Deppe mentioned we should plan some type of Family day in the next year. Much discussion about this and how to proceed with COVID restrictions in place. Art mentioned for the members to use the MCM website to announce when you would be at the field and coordinate that way. But a sanctioned event by the club is not permitted at this time due to social distancing. Be patient, things will get better.

There was a short discussion about a field fix day. But the field and facilities are in pretty good shape for now. COVID again puts some damper on this, but if we deem improvements are needed, we will work out a schedule to get the work done and keep everyone safe.

There was also discussion about setting up a weather station on site. It was mentioned this would require some type of WIFI at th3e field (which we presently do not have) and may be cost prohibitive.

Last, a discussion about everyone needs to police their work once they load the airplanes into their cars after a day’s flight. It takes all of us to keep our field looking nice and safe. Please pick up your trash when you leave for the day.
